Errors

Occasionally you might encounter errors when accessing the API. There are four main types:
Invalid requests, such as using an unsupported HTTP method will result in 400 Bad Request.

Authentication or permission errors, such as incorrect credentials or access levels will result in 401
Unauthorized.

Requests to resources that don’t exist or are missing required parameters will result in 404 Not
Found.

Requests that cannot be processed due to a server error will result in 500 Internal Server Error.

Errors return an appropriate HTTP status code and response clear text (not JSON). If an endpoint has
any custom errors, they are documented with that endpoint.
